¥ Energy: Tree windbreaks reduce residential heating costss29, while shading and
evaporative cooling from trees can cut residential cooling coss920

¥ Water: Urban forests promote water quality aeduce stormwater management costs.
Air: Trees produce oxygen, intercept airborne particulates, and reduce smog.

¥ Regulatory Compliance: Increasing tree cover by 10% in New York City would meet
over 1/3 of the cityOs federal air quality compliance needsdond level ozone.
